Jack Norworth and Nora Bayes were one of the most successful husband and wife teams in
the history of show business. As a teenager, Nora started her career as a chorus girl at the old
Chicago Opera House. Later she was to appear in all the major theaters on Broadway and in Lon- 515
don. When she joined the Zeigfeld Follies in 1907, she was already a star performer and remained ’
so until her death. She made numerous phonograph recordmgs between 1910 and 1922, some with
her husband. Jack Norworth was a blackface comedian in minstrel shows and an early vaudevﬂle
entertainer. With his wife, Nora, he appeared in many Broadway shows, including the Zeigfeld Folhes
of 1908 and 1909. He wrote lyrics for several composers, including Albert Von Tilzer.

Here is another of those happy paitings of words and melody which makes for easy harmonizing. -
The verse is not as well-kknown as the chorus, but with its contrasting minor key, perfectly prepares
the way for the high-spirited chorus
